Bouncing Menus in word 2000 and 2002

Do you like the bouncing menus? You know – when you open a menu and only the recently used items show unless you hold the mouse still for a few seconds and then the complete menu drops into view. Microsoft calls them “Adaptive, dynamic menus”

Did you know you can turn this feature off with a couple of mouse strokes?

click Tools |  Customize and check the box that says "Always Show Full Menus" in 2002. In 2000, open the dialog box, click the Options tab and uncheck the Menus show recently used commands first. I also clicked the Reset button.
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
