Interestingly you cannot print white text on white paper. Actually you cannot print white text on any color of paper since printers do not have white ink. But as you can see from this tip, there is a way to print white text.

White text in a black box is an eye-catching technique: First you create a black background, then white-colored text.  

1.Mark your text as a block.   Highlight the text to print in white.

2.Choose Format, Borders and Shading.  Select a border style (box is simplest). Change the “Apply To” to Text.

3.Select the Shading tab (make sure it is forward).  

4.Click the black square in the Fill area (or a shade of gray or any dark color).

5.Click OK to exit the Borders and Shading dialog box.  

6.Click the Capital A or Font Color tool on the toolbar.  

7.Choose White.  

You now have white letters on a black background.

Or as I have done, choose a shade of gray. This is 50% gray.

Interestingly sometimes you copy and paste something from the web and it appears nothing shows up. Try selecting all the text with CTRL+ A and then change text color to black.
